® Long press this button and release it to decrease
the volume of Chime 1/Chime 2 gradually from
15 to 0. Each time the volume i5 adjusted. the
indicator at the lower right corner of the display
screen will flash a green light, and when the
volume is adjusted to the maximum or minimuny,

the indicator will turn green on for 2-3s.



® FEach time the machine iz powered off and
restarted, the volume will automatically return to
the maximum.

13, Chime 2 Button

® Press this button to play Chime 2 at the default
maximuom volume. At this time, this indicator at
the lower right comer of the displav screen is
green, and it will be off after the Chime 2
finishes plaving.

® Long press this button and release it to increase
the volume of Chime 1/Chime 2 gradually from 0
to 15 Each time the volume iz adjusted, the
indicator at the lower right comer of the display
screen will flash a preen light and when the
volume is adjusted to the maximum or minimum,
the indicator will turn green on for 2-3s.

® FEach time the machine iz powersd off and
restarted, the volume will automatically return to

the maximum.

14 BASS Volume Control

Take the central position as the benchmark tum
counterclockwise to torn down the bass, and furn
clockwise to turn up the bass.

15. TREELE Volume Control

Take the central position as the benchmark tum
counterclockwise to turn down the treble, and tum
clockwise to turn up the treble.

16. LEVEL LED

Display the audio ocutput level.

17 MASTER Volume Control

Adjust the level of all signals (except for EMC IN on
the rear panel). turn clockwise to turn up the volume,
and turn counterclockwise to turn down the volume.

Operating Instructions

L. AMIC Mode

In any mode. when there is a broadcasting through the microphone, the system will detect the veoice from the
microphone and mute other sources; and it will return to the oniginal play status when the microphone has no
signal.

2. Bluetooth Mode

Press the MODE button to display “BLUE" on the digital screen. The word “BLUE™ will keep flashing until the
parring is successful. Please turn on the Bluetooth of mobile phone or other audio source devices to search the
Blustooth device "MIXER AMP BLUETOOTH™ for pairning and audio source playing, with wireless transmission
distance~10m.

3. USB Mode
When a USB 15 mserted, 1t will jump to the USB mode automatically (Plug and play).

4. AUX Mode
Press the MODE button to display “AUX" on the digital screen and enter the AUX mode.

5. FM Mode

Please refer to the section 6, 8 and 10 of “Front Panel” for operation details.

Press the MODE button, the digital screen displays the radio station FM to enter the FM mode; and then start to

play the radio program.

1) Search radio stations: Search radio stations first before playving the radio program. This unit has two methods
to search radio stations.

a  Use the song selection button “ PP or 4™ on the remote controller to search radio stations. Long
press this button to automatically search stations, and it will automatically stop after searching; the
channels searched by this method will not be stored according to the pumber; but if the unst is turned off
and restarted. vou can still automatically listen to the program of the channe] that was playing before the
power failure.

b. Usethe Pl button on the machine panel or the remote controller to automatically search from the low
frequency band to the high frequency band. The searched radio stations will be stored with the storage
number starting from 1 in order, which is convenient for calling the radio stations directly in the future.

2}  (Call radio stations: Use the automatic search methed to search the stored radio station channel and directly
call and play it. Use the “P or |4~ button on the front panel of the machine to select the storage
number to call the station for playback, or use the number keys “0-07 on the remote controller to select the
storage number to call the station for plavback.
