Operating Instructions

1. MIC Mode

In anv mode, when there iz 3 broadcasting through the microphone, the system will detect the voice from the
microphone and mute other sources; aod it will return to the onginal play statns when the microphone has no

signal.

2. Bluetooth Mode

Press the MODE button to dizplay “BLUE"™ on the digital screen. The word “BLUE™ will keep flashing wmtl the
pairing is successful. Please mum on the Bluetooth of mobile phone or other audio source devices to search the
Bluetooth device “MIXER AMFP BIUETOOTH™ for pairing and audio source plaving, with wireless ransmission
distance=10m.

3. USB Maode
When a USB is mserted, it will jump to the USB mode automatically (Plug and plav).

4. AUX Mode
Press the MODE button to display “ATX™ on the digital screen and enter the AT mode.

5. FM Mode

Please refer to the section 6, B and 10 of “Front Panel” for operation detzils.

Press the MODE button, the digital screen displays the radio station FM to enter the FM mode; and then start to

play the radio program.

I} Search radio stations: Search radio stations first before playing the radio program. This unit has two methods
to search radio stations.

a.  Use the song selection button = P or M4~ on the remote controller to search radio stations. Long
press this button to automatically search stations, and it will automatically stop after searching: the
channels searched by thizs method will not be stored according to the number; but if the unit is tumed off
and restarted, you can still automatically histen to the program of the channe] that was playing before the
power failure.

b. Usethe Pl button on the machine panel or the remote controller to automatically search from the low
frequency band to the high frequency band. The searched radio stations will be stored with the storage
number starting from 1 i order, which 15 convement for calling the radio stations directly in the future.

2) Call radio stations: Use the automatic search method to search the stored radio stetion chammel and directly
call and play it Use the “M or |4~ button on the front panel of the machine to select the storage
number to call the station for playback, or use the number kevs “0-9” on the remote controller to select the
storage mumber to call the station for plavback.
